Lesson 3: Routines for Moving Throughout the Room

In this lesson it is important that you STRESS to the students the importance of moving safely and quietly from their desks to the meeting space and back again. They’ll need to practice this a few times over. Set high expectations and don’t be satisfied until they do it well. 

Call students to the meeting area and say, “Writing Workshop will begin each day with a signal to come to the meeting area for a mini-lesson. The mini-lesson will usually last around 10 minutes, sometimes longer. I will teach something about writing, like how writers get their ideas or how they make their writing better. Your job is to come to the meeting area calmly and ready to listen carefully and participate in the discussions.”

Lesson 4:Listening and responding to each other

Students will learn to engage in dialogue with other students about an aspect of writing so they can exchange ideas and/or give each other feedback. 
Modeling: Choose a volunteer to tell a story. Fishbowl how to sit facing each other and close enough to be able to talk quietly. Take turns listening to each other’s stories and asking questions. Begin a chart titled “Good Listeners.” Tell students, “Later, when I write my story, I will include things my partner helped me think about.”
Students practice taking turns telling a story to the person next to them. The teacher moves from pair to pair, making sure they are practicing good listening behaviors.

Have a couple of students share their experience. Ask, “What is something you learned as writers today?” “How did you know your partner was listening?”  “What will you add to your story next time you tell it or write it?”

Lesson 5:Voice levels during conferences and group work.

Although in a regular writing workshop teacher/student conferences would occur, at this stage of the year it is important to ensure that the students can work independently. This can be done by circulating throughout the room and ‘kid watching’, to keep the students on track and to give those that are ‘off task’ a gentle reminder about what’s expected of them. 

Once again, create a ‘fishbowl’ setting by choosing one student to sit in the middle of the meeting space alongside you, with the other students sitting around you in a circle. Model the voice levels required to conduct an effective conference. This will demonstrate to the other students the importance of using their whisper voices when they are working in peer conferences or in group work. The same procedure could be used to model a guided writing session.

	Launching Writer’s Notebook 

(Mini Lessons 6-10)

Lesson 6:Launching writer’s notebook –importance of keeping a notebook only for entries - drafting, revising and           craft practice.
This lesson should be the most important of your writing workshop for the year! 

In this lesson you will set the boundaries and expectations while emphasizing the importance of the Writer’s Notebook. You should bring in your own and discuss how you use it and the types of entries you have placed in it. It is vital at this stage that you help the students understand that this is their book and should be respected and treasured. You will observe how well the students use this book as a part of their writing assessment but not write anything in it. 

The students will bring their notebook to and from school each day and be encouraged to enter ‘spur of the moment’ entries in both settings. 

After the first week of notebook lessons you will teach a Writer’s Notebook lesson about once every two weeks to give the students renewed focus and enthusiasm (See Ralph Fletcher Guide) BUT the students should write for 10-15 minutes daily (perhaps at the start of the school day) looking back on the mini lessons you conduct this week for inspiration.

Lesson 7:The reasons we personalize our Writer’s Notebook

Discuss with your students that this notebook is theirs and theirs only. It is special and should stand out from all the other notebooks in the classroom. This is the reason we personalize it. Encourage students to make a plan of how they would like their front and back covers to look. Give them a choice of several different colors of cover paper and with glue and tape cover the book. Then allow them to write their names in bubble writing, place drawings, pictures or stickers over the book that reflect their interests and personality. It is really important to have the students think carefully about what they want to put on the book rather than rush and do a terrible job - after all they will be looking at their notebook every day for the year! They could always continue personalizing it at home or another time during the school day. BUT, before commencing personalizing have the students draw in the Hi-5 at the back of the book!

	Lesson 12:Reasons for and expectations of writing conferences

The purpose of conferencing is to get a better understanding of how a student works and what their strengths and weakness are. This is to provide them with a type of individualized and differentiated instruction. A good conference is balanced. It is not time for you to tell the student everything that you want them to know about writing, but you certainly will want to ask pertinent questions and teach anything you think is essential. Two principles apply:

· You must be a good listener, tuning in to what the writer is saying and thinking, identifying how you can be helpful.

· The student should talk at least as much as you do, perhaps more. When the student does most of the talking, you have served them well.

Essentially this is a resource to assist students with spelling, strategy use, the writing process or anything else you may want to teach them. Let students know that it is an expectation that they use these resources around the room before asking you any questions. Remember you will be conferencing with individuals when other students are working independently and it is crucial they have strategies to assist with their own independence so they are not relying on you. This is a true Gradual Release of Responsibility!

	Lesson 14:What is the recursive writing process and how do we manage it. Create chart, use pegs.

There is no doubt when creating writing pieces that are authentic, different authors write at varying speeds. Why would this be any different for your students? Some students will write a draft, revise, edit and publish it with relative ease. Others will plan and write three drafts and discard each one. There is no exact or magical formula for creating a writing piece! Having said that, you the teacher are responsible for teaching the students to write across various genres throughout the year as well as improving their understanding of the writing process and the traits of writing (meaning, structure, genre, details, voice, conventions, publishing).

Discuss the characters lives – What might they do for entertainment? Where do they go shopping? Etc. Relate the story back to being just one small event that was written about. 

Share Writing: Have the students brainstorm an introductory paragraph while you scribe on large poster sized paper.

Independent Practice: (Conferring)

Students take an entry from their writer’s notebook and begin to make a plan for a personal narrative. Teacher conferences with students.
